Chapters 5 & 6

Piper's image of the wartime walkie-talkie versus the 
civilian intercom is hard to shake. If you're honest, which 
one better describes how you've been using prayer lately 
— a direct line for real spiritual warfare, or a request line 
for things you want? What would it look like this week to 
use prayer as a walkie-talkie?

Chapters 7 & 8

Christy and Lori both said their view of money has changed 
as they've grown. How has your relationship with money 
changed over the years — and if you're honest, what does 
the way you spend and give reveal about where your heart 
actually is?

Chapters 9 & 10

Piper says how we suffer is itself a witness. The Romanian 
pastor asked: how many people are not saved because we 
won't accept the cross? Think of a time you suffered — 
illness, loss, conflict. Looking back, did the way you 
walked through it point others toward God? What would 
you do differently?
